Upon presenting him with the opportunity, Baaw Ter was elated over the chance to narrate the Isan New Testament.  Since 
then, we have become good friends.  In fact, God has given us a very close mentoring relationship.  Baaw Ter continues to 
narrate the Isan New Testament in high-quality audio format in addition to his morning 
radio program and other local pursuits.  He is also becoming much stronger in his faith 
despite the many trials and troubles that have beset him.  A major challenge being, his 
pretty wife, Joo, mother of their fifteen-year-old son, has left them and has now filed for 
a divorce due to their new-found faith in Christ.  Nevertheless, his witness is bearing fruit.  
Within the last few weeks, many Isan people have received Christ under his ministry and 
now attend his home-church meetings.  All this is occurring in spite of the many 
hindrances, even though response to the Gospel by the Isan people is typically slow.

Pray for safety and good health for Baaw Ter and their son, Thanon.  Pray for continued fruit 
as the Gospel to proclaimed.
